Legacy of Hope: Cancer Clinical Trials

Developed to target and review t he effect iveness of current and promising 
approaches to cancer prevention, detect ion, diagnosis and treatment, cancer trials 
allow s pecif ic clinical questions to be answered quickly, ut ilizing the latest research 
f indings. This program prof iles the Toledo Community Oncology Program's  (TCOP) 
efforts to increase public awareness and understanding of the importance of clinical 
trial part icipat ion in Northwes t Ohio and Southeast Michigan. 
 
Dr. Paul Schaefer, a Toledo oncologist and principal invest igator for TCOP, explains 
all cancer drugs currently in use today have gone through past clinical trials, and 
could not be approved for current cancer pat ients otherwise. Supported by the 
National Cancer Inst itute, TCOP's  clinical trials bring the latest medical research and 
advances in cancer treatment, prevention and control to cancer pat ients in 
communit ies across our region through 22 area member inst itut ions.
